All About the USA

This series from Pearson Longman include readings about American people,
places and events. Topics include geography, entertainment, famous people
and more. Each unit includes vocabulary, comprehension and writing activities.
There are four levels. Each level also comes with an audio CD.

Citizenship: Passing the Test

This book from New Readers Press gives students a clear and accessible
overview of U.S. history, government, voting, and national symbols.
